Step 3 Get the ceiling ready and attach the base of this product to the ceiling.

Step 4 Hang the camera from the base of this product with the installed
auxiliary wire and connect the cables.
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NOTE

@ There are some cables to be connected that need to be waterproofed. Refer to the
Installation Guide for the camera for information on which cables need waterproofing and
how to waterproof them.

Step 5 Put the cover of this product which has been attached to the top
of the camera so the fitting holes (2 places) fit over the
positioning pins on the base that has been fixed to the ceiling,
the turn clockwise approximately 10° to temporarily fix in place.

Step 6 Tighten the cover fixing screws (4 places) alternating diagonally
with a 4 mm {5/32 inches} hexagon wrench (locally procured) to
fix the cover attached to the camera to this product. (1 to @)

Step 7 Attach the safety wire of the camera to the wire hook section on
the base of this product.
